Performers from both Australia and Canada will present a priceless mix of music over the weekend and include awarding winning Blues artist Ash Grunwald who 
has had a huge year in 2005 seeing him tour extensively plus take out the album of the year at the 2005 Australian Blues Awards. 

Totally Gourdgeous is a unique band that pulls together the music that can be likened to Joni Mitchell, James Brown and Bob Marley all getting down in a pumpkin patch.  These four exceptional musicians play on instruments crafted from Gourds and debuted at the Woodford Folk Festival in 2000.  Playing to full houses at this festival launched them onto the international festival circuit with performances throughout Europe and New Zealand.

Also on the festival bill is Canadian David Francey with Shane Simpson, 
Liz Frencham and Fred Smith, festival favourite Bernard Carney and up and coming coming young Australian artist, Tecoma. 

The Children’s Festival will again be held over the weekend outside the Visitor Centre and a Youth Festival will be held on the Sunday at the Skate Park.
