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Festival Guidelines for Artists

Thank you for you interest in performing at Nannup Music Festival .  This festival is held on the Western Australian long Weekend which celebrates Labor Day.  The Festival began in 1987 it has a strong folk and world music content but also incorporates other musical styles.  The Festival starts on Friday afternoon with master classes and ends with a Bush Breakfast Concert on Monday morning.

The Nannup Music Festival is a NON-PROFIT , non-commercial community run festival which benefits the community of Nannup and has a community based volunteer management committee.  Nannup is located 70kms east of Margaret River in the South West Jarrah Forest originally a timber milling town Nannup is now a popular tourist destination.

Programming

Artists are required to provide as much information to the Festival as possible on their requirements for sound, the number of performers in their act, the length of sets which is normally around 35 – 40 mins and anything else which need to be taken into consideration when programming. Please don’t assume we know who you are or what your needs are. The artists director will provide regular updates to Artists on the progress of the festival program by email. The draft program will be emailed to Artists 3 weeks before it is printed and Artists have the opportunity to rectify any problems at this point. 	2008 Festival Themes

	Nannup goes North – This theme will invite artists from Australia’s North to participate.  Nannup will celebrate the uniqueness of Northern Australia by showcasing Indigenous arts and culture especially music and dance as well as life in the outback

	Funny Folk – the healing powers of laughter are well known and this year we use this to promote mental health. We will encourage everyone to be silly and have fun.  We will be inviting our funniest entertainers to join in the silliness.  We would like to put on Laughter workshops and clowning workshops.

	Melissa Raiser Emerging Artist Award – This award is open to artists selected or not for the main program to appear at the festival and gain experience in their first five years of performing.


Content 

Artists are required to have a diverse range of material and should not repeat more than 20% of their material in any performances at the festival.  If you can provide a workshop please indicate what the workshop would involve.

Selection

Artists will be selected based on their application quality, package requested and when they were last at the festival.  Most artists will not be selected more than two years in a row (we have some exemptions). Artists will be more likely selected if they can offer more than just a concert act i.e MC, street theatre, children’s workshop/performance or an adult workshop.

Accommodation

Due to the demand on accommodation in town the festival is creating a new camping area at the Foreshore Park which will accommodate the majority of artists as well as volunteers, stalls and organisers.  This area has shade and will be provided with toilet and shower transportable units with hot showers and flushing toilets.  A BBQ, washing up area and ice will be provided.

Artists who wish to camp with family and friends can do so at their own expense in the main camping area which needs to be booked well in advance through the Nannup Visitors Centre on 97561211.  
Family and friends who volunteer will be able to be accommodated in the Foreshore Park Camp. 

Other accommodation is limited and needs to be negotiated as part of your package or you are expected to book and pay for your own accommodation.  

Transport

There is limited public transport to and from Nannup.  If you need to get to the festival let us know and we can arrange for a volunteer to bring you.
Venues

Please respect our no smoking policy for all indoor and enclosed venues and areas around children’s activities. 

All these venues have PA

Foreshore Park- This is where all the headline concerts will be held at night.  In 2008 some smaller day concerts may be programmed here.  It is a ticketed venue.
Nannup Hotel - This is the free day venue for the festival situated on Warren Road.
Big Breakfast - TBA
Brockman St – will be where all the free street entertainment will happen and where most of the stalls are located, there will be a small PA
YAC Shack - Located on Adam st behind the Anglican church.  This is where young people can take in youth orientated performances and chill out.  It is a ticketed venue
No PA “Acoustic” Venues
Blackwood Winery - Located on Kearney Street about 2kms south the Foreshore Park, This is a free venue with food and refreshments available, it is very small and intimate.

Workshop Marquee / RSL Hall  This venue is still being finalised

CD’s

The festival puts together a promotional souvenir CD each year.  Artists are requested to provide a track free of charge.  Sales from this CD go into supporting this not for profit festival.  Artist CD’s are to be sold through the festival merchandise shop.  A 20% commission is put onto CD’s and payment is sent to artist through direct debit within one week of the festival. CD sales are not permitted at the stage or on ticketed venues.

CD signings and launches are encouraged .

The festival office will be in the Telecentre building in the corner of Warren Rd and Grange Rd. The Nannup Bowling Club will be the new home for Artist Check in, Instrument lockup, merchandise and CD sales.
